A person about whom an investigator (professional or student) conducting scientific

research obtains (1) data through intervention or interaction with the person or (2) identifiable
private information.

A subject at risk is legally defined as:

A person who maybe exposed to the possibility of injury, including physical,
psychological or social injury, as a consequence of participation as a subject in any research.
